Traffic Homicide detectives are investigating a crash that occurred today,
between a school bus and a garbage truck at the intersection of 121" Avenue
and N.W. 67" Street, at approximately 6:20 a.m.

According to detectives, the school bus was traveling northbound on 12%
Avenue when it collided with the right rear side of a garbage truck that was
reversing out of Holmes Elementary School. No children were aboard the
school bus at the time of the accident.

The driver of the school bus was transported to North Shore Hospital in
stable condition. The Bus Aide was pinned inside of the bus and Miami Fire
Rescue had to utilize equipment to free him. It appears that the bus aide
suffered injuries to his legs; he was in critical but stable condition when
rescue transported him to JMH Ryder Trauma. The occupants of the
garbage truck were not injured.

The investigation into the cause of the accident continues.
