The Third Republican Presidential Debate will be hosted by NBC News on
Wednesday, November 8, 2023, at the Adrienne Arsht Center — Knight Concert Hall,
located at 1300 Biscayne Boulevard. Estimated attendance 1,700 guest.

Road Closures 1:00 p.m. - 01:00 a.m.:
Biscayne Boulevard between NE 11t Street to NE 15" Street and N. Bayshore Drive
between NE 13" Street to 15™ Street will be completely closed on the event day. All
vehicular traffic traveling north and south will be re-routed.

e Motorist traveling Northbound on Biscayne Boulevard will be rerouted at NE 11%"
Street, travel west to NE 1%t Avenue, and continue north. Motorists wishing to continue
northbound on Biscayne Boulevard may do so at NE 15" Street.

e Motorist traveling Southbound on Biscayne Boulevard will be rerouted at NE 15t
Street, travel west to NE 2" Avenue, and continue south. Motorists wishing to continue
southbound on Biscayne Boulevard may do so at NE 10" Street.

e November 4™ thru November 8", one westbound lane will be closed between N.
Bayshore Drive and Biscayne Boulevard for initial set up and media logistics staging
area.

Expressway entrance ramp will be closed on November 8" during event hours 1:00
p.m. to 1:00 a.m.

Motorists are encouraged to take alternate routes if they need to travel in the vicinity
and should expect delays.
