SHOOTING DEATH INVESTIGATION

Yesterday, October 23, 2022, at approximately 7:30 p.m., City of Miami Police
responded to 1-95 Southbound along NW 75" Street in reference to a reported
shooting.

Upon police arrival, an adult Hispanic male was located on scene lying on the ground
beside his black motorcycle suffering from apparent gunshot wounds. City of Miami
Fire Rescue responded on scene and transported him to Jackson Memorial Hospital
where he later succumbed to his injuries.

According to the preliminary investigation, the victim appeared to have been traveling
southbound on 1-95 passing the 79" Street exit when he was shot by unknown
offender(s).

Detectives have since identified the deceased as Oscar Garcia, DOB: 10/16/2000.

Detectives continue to investigate the circumstances surrounding the shooting and ask
that anyone who has information to contact Miami-Dade Crime Stoppers or the Miami
Police Department’s Homicide Office at 305-603-6350.
