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The Miami Police Department’s Assaults Unit is working to identify two males who were 

involved in an incident on March 28, 2022, at 2100 Northwest 36 Street, at approximately 

4:04a.m.     

  

The victim, a 24-year-old Black male, stated that he exited Gallito’s Café, and observed a 

fight between several individuals. The victim stated that moments later he heard several 

gunshots and started running away in fear of his life. He noticed he suffered a gunshot wound 

to his left calf.  

 

The suspect is described as a black male, approximately 5 feet 8 inches tall, low haircut, 

clean shaven, wearing a black shirt, dark colored jeans, dark colored shoes.  The suspect fled 

in a newer model white pickup truck, unknown make and model. (Shown in the video)   

 

The video shows both suspects at the time of the crime.
