Each month of the school year, students are awarded for their positive
behavior, actions, and good deeds and receive a host of prizes including
a mini tablet, plague, Do The Right Thing t-shirt and bumper sticker, two
tickets to a Miami Marlins game, a free pizza from Papa John’s, gift cards,
and passes to area attractions such as Zoo Miami and Island Queen
Cruises. The students also receive letters of congratulations from United
States Senators Rick Scott and Marco Rubio as well as from Miami-Dade
County Schools Superintendent Alberto Carvahlo. Two Special
Recognition students are also selected and win trips to Rapids Water
Park and Washington, D.C.

Do The Right Thing, Inc. is a not-for-profit, community-based program
operating in cooperation with the City of Miami Police Department and other
local law enforcement. The program serves school age youth throughout
Miami-Dade County by recognizing positive accomplishments and behavior.
