Miami- Dade Transit buses which normally travel along S.W. 8th Street will be 

detoured. Please check with Miami-Dade Transit Agency for further information. 

 

Residents that live in the area will be allowed access on a “local traffic only” 

basis to S.W. 7th Street on the north side or on the south side of S.W. 9th Street. 

 

Motorists are encouraged to take alternate routes should they need to travel in the 

vicinity.  

 

City of Miami Police officers will be placed along the street closures to assist 

motorists and pedestrians.
