The students represent the 2009-2010 Do The Right Thing program winners and
will enjoy an evening showcasing Asian culture with origami and yoga
demonstrations, as well as, a show put on by the Joy Dance Club of the Chinese
Association of Science, Education and Culture.

The Do The Right Thing Program will be presented with a City of Miami
Proclamation from Mayor Tomas Regalado for its 20 years of service to the
children of Miami. Additionally, all student winners will be presented with
certificates from Miami Mayor Tomas Regalado and Police Chief Miguel
Exposito along with tickets to the June 27™ Florida Marlins game where they will
be honored on the field during the pre-game ceremony.
