Subject: JUVENILE SHOT WHILE RIDING HIS BIKE

On today, June 3, 2015, at approximately 8:30 P.M., Miami
Police responded to 1415 Northwest 63™ Street in reference to
multiple shots being fired. Upon arrival, they found that a ten
(10) year old male had been shot while riding his bike on the
basketball courts in the rear of a recreational center.

Investigators on scene stated that there were three (3)
offenders that walked up to the basketball courts and began
shooting into the crowd. It is not known at this time, who the
intended target was.

The ten (10) year old victim was transported by Miami Fire
Rescue to Jackson Memorial Hospital’s Ryder Trauma Center
in stable condition with a gunshot wound to his leg.

The investigation continues.
