Students are awarded in front of top
police officials, school representatives, family, and friends and receive a
host of prizes including a mini tablet, plaque, Do The Right Thing t-shirt and
bumper sticker, free pizza from Papa John’s, chocolate trophy from
Peterbrooke Chocolatier, and passes to area attractions. The students
also receive letters of congratulations from United States Senator Bill
Nelson and certificates of recognition from Congresswoman Frederica
Wilson.
