subject: Motorcycle Crash Claims One Life

Today, at approximately 6 o’clock, City of Miami Police officers
responded to the scene of a traffic crash at 1200 MacArthur Causeway.

According to the on-scene investigation and Traffic Homicide detectives,
both the driver of a white four door sedan, and the driver and passenger
of a Harley Davidson motorcycle traveling westbound on the MacArthur
Causeway crashed. Both driver and passenger of the motorcycle were
thrown in the air and onto the roadway. The driver of the vehicle and
passenger remained on the scene.

The driver of the motorcycle was transported to Jackson Memorial
Hospital’s Ryder Trauma Unit in extremely critical condition.

Unfortunately, the passenger of the motorcycle died on the scene.

Detectives are in the midst of the investigation and have not yet
determined who is at fault.

At this time, detectives are withholding the fatally wounded victim’s
name until the next of kin is notified.
