Traffic Homicide detectives have exhausted all investigative means and are asking
for the public’s help identifying a suspect involved in a hit and run crash that left
a man critically injured.

Miami Police officers responded to
a call of a pedestrian that was hit by a vehicle at N.W. 20 Avenue and 36 Street.

The victim was seriously injured and was taken to JMH Trauma where he
underwent emergency surgery. The victim is still slowly recovering from his
nuUMerous injuries.

Vehicle: White, Chevrolet Suburban that possibly had notable front passenger side
damage and a broken headlight.
