The Miami Police Department will be conducting a DUI Saturation Patrol
on Thursday, January 19, 2023. It will take place in the City of Miami’s
South District Coral Way Neighborhood service area. The operation will
be conducted during the hours of 2 p.m. to 11 p.m.
