Miami Police Burglary Detectives undertook a thorough investigation against 

suspect, Jevon Algudin and were able to compile a substantial body of evidence, 

leading to the successful charging of 19 crimes, ranging from unoccupied burglaries, 

vandalisms, and grand thefts dating back to December of 2022. Additional charges 

may be forthcoming.

On August 24, 2023, at around 2:00 a.m. Miami Police S.W.A.T., Tactical Robbery Unit, 

and Domestic Violence Apprehension Team were serving a warrant at the 1400 Block of 

N.W. 70 Street for suspect Jevon Algudin who had 12 open felony cases (A-Forms are 

attached). 

  
While the Miami Police S.W.A.T. team were giving orders for the suspect to come out and 

surrender, other detectives were maintaining a close perimeter of the house.  Detectives 

were on the 1400 block of N.W. 69 Terrace, at a house behind the suspects residence. 

  
The suspect barricaded himself for approximately 30 minutes before he peacefully 

surrendered.  Jevon Algudin was arrested and is facing numerous felony charges on at least 

12 cases dated between December 2022 and July 2023.  The suspect was transported to 

Miami Police Headquarters where he was interviewed.  

  
While executing the warrant, a resident on the 1400 block of N.W. 69 Terrace exited his 

house and discharged a firearm.  A City of Miami Police Detective subsequently 

discharged his firearm.  No one was injured in the exchange.  The resident was later 

transported to Jackson Memorial Hospital due to a medical condition.  At this time, no 

charges have been filed against the resident.
