He said, “It is important that people throughout the country know and 

understand the problems, duties and responsibilities of their police departments, and 

that members of our law enforcement agencies recognize the duty to serve the people, 

by safeguarding life and property, by protecting them against violence or disorder, and 

by protecting the innocent against deception and the weak against oppression or 

intimidation.” 

 

The Miami Police Department’s observance of National Police Memorial Day began 

informally in the early 1970’s and became an established tradition in 1978
