On August 17, 2015, at approximately 2:00 P.M. A Black male
suspect entered the 7-11 convenience store located at 100 Biscayne
Blvd. Once inside, the suspect handed the cashier Ms. Jonneice
Youngs a note which read “ give me the money or die” the victim
quickly went to get her manager, at which point the suspect grabbed
the note and attempted to pay for the items he had. Once the suspect’s
credit card was declined, he quickly left the store before police could
arrive. Once the video images were observed, it became aware to
Miami Police detectives that the Black male suspect in this case was
also responsible for the attempted bank robbery at the Chase Bank
located at 2001 Biscayne Blvd an hour earlier.

Miami Police is looking for a Black male, 5-6, 30-35, short dreads in a
ponytail, mustache and a goatee, last seen wearing a black shirt, black
shorts, black sneakers, and sunglasses
